Packing Corporation, from Long Beach, Calif.,, and charging adulteration in
violation of the Food and Drugs Act. The article was labeled in part: “ Dixi-
land Brand Mackerel.”

The article was alleged to be adulterated in that it consisted in part of a

-decomposed animal substance.

On March 18, 1935, the Seaboard Packing Corporation having appeared as
claimant for the property and having admitted the allegations of the libel
with respect to a portion -of the product, judgment was entered ordering that
the decomposed portion be condemned and destroyed and that the remainder
