epsom salt), and borax. The labeling was misleading since it failed to reveal
the material fact that the product contained a poisonous substance, borax, and
the laxative drugs, epsom salt and glauber salt; Section 403 (e), a portion of
the product failed to bear a label containing the name and place of husiness -
of the manufacturer, packer, or distributor and an accurate statement of the
quantity of the contents; and, Section 403 (i) (2), the label of portions. of
the product failed to bear the common or usual name of each ingredient.
